811 orgnns, i ~ r c l u d i r ~ ~  the brni~t, n~ipenred quite 
lienltliy oil postniortrni esnmi~~ntion. 'l'he uterus coutnined n fmtus 
far advanced in gromtl~,  npparently lacking about three \veeks or a 
fortnight of full development.
